The population of Cambodia was 13.7 million people in 2008 estimated, comprising of a 2.83% 

growth rate since 1995. This growth rate is considered relatively flat. Phnom Penh is the capital 

city, estimate at 3 million people. The Kingdom of Cambodia covers an 181,035 square 

kilometer area, consisting of 20 provinces and 4 cities. Per capital income is a mere $180US per 

year. 85% of employed people are involved in agricultural Unemployment statistics are 

unavailable but are regarded as extremely high. The national currency ñCambodian Rielò is 

valued at 4150 Riel to every US dollar. The Kingdom of Cambodia is currently deemed as a 

constitutional monarchy, Norodom Sihakmony is the King, and Hun Sen, the Prime Minister.  

 

Society 

 
Official language of Cambodia is Khmer, but French is commonly spoken among Cambodians 

about 40 years. English is increasing in popularity, particularly among younger, education 

people. 82.57% of the population is Buddhist, which is the official state religion, Chinese 

4.69%, Animist 4.35%, Muslim 3.90%, Non religious 2.92%, Christian 1.19%, Hindu 0.26%, 

Bahai 0.12%, Literacy 65%.  

 

Health 

 
The average Cambodia visits a doctor once every three years. 18 in every 100 Cambodian 

Children die before the age of 5 years old. Safe drinking water is only available to 36% on the 

Cambodian population. There were 100,000 new cases of HIV in 1999. Currently 222,000 

Cambodians are infected with the HIV virus. A predicted 43,000 children will become orphans 

due to HIV infections in 2000. And 1 in 243 Cambodians, still to this day, suffer from injuries 

caused by landmines.

1. Training leaders and ñchurch plantersò through the establishment of a Church 

Planting Movement (CPM) with a short term training ñchurch plantingò emphasis, 

GCI Book and TEEac. 

2. Develop lay leaders through training session held regionally on a periodic basis by 

using Bible Pictures or Evangelism Track - Stories Materials.  

3. Plan churches as leaders are identified and called, subsequently, train and equip. 

4. Assemble ordinary church members with an evangelical outlook and mission.  

5. Demonstrate the Gospel through the Holy Spirit empowered ministry of our Lord. 
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6. Replace the bibles to the hand of needs. 

 

Churches 
 

1. The church is generally poverty stricken and unable to effort to buy Christian materials 

and Bible in the congregation.  

2. BCSR are willing to help with church planter (CP) by provides training to church 

planter and discipleship and provide CP with our simple materials ñEvangelism Track  

Storiesò and other related materials.  

3. Therefore, we believe that by equipping the church community with sufficient 

resources, we can begin to help the poor and needy in a holistic way and replaced 

evangelism materials and the bible to the hand of needs.  

 

Most of the Cambodian people are agrarian (85%) peasants; more than two-thirds are illiterate, 

and the majorities are landless. The introduction of modern agricultural practices and improved 

livestock varieties as provided by ñDear Partners Internationalò, along with micro enterprise 

development business practices, allows the community to become self supporting and 

empowered to reach out to help others. 

 

The church benefits by breaking economic bondage and dependency of the church members, 

and by teaching the concept of the tithe (i.e., if they have ten pigs to sell, one belong to God). 

The community benefits as members are trained to ñpass the giftò.  

 

Goals 
 

- To build a reproducible to other places that no Christian and church network within 15 

years. 

- To have planted 25 churches at the end of the 15 years period, this is broken down 

into; 

- In 2008 BCSR is the national standard primary school with good quality. 

- In 2010 BCSR is the national standard secondary school with good quality. 

- In 2015 BCSR is the international standard school, which has a big building that 

4000 or 5000 students can attend.  

- In 2020 we have 10,000 Students Study in Christian University and all 10,000 

worship God and have 25 Churches each Proven and have 10,000 Cell Church and 

have 10,000 Church Leaders. 

People in Siem Reap are belonging to Christ and then the whole worlds people are also belong 

to Christ. So SAS has to be build up to be famous until it become the well-known university 

with high quality among other universities  so that our children will be able to build their own 

strength for restoring the standard of living, social economic, and to reinforce the technological 

work to get better lives.

What is Church Planting?  

Church planting is a process that results in a 

new Christian church being established. It 

should be distinguished from church 

development, where a new service, new 

worship centre or fresh expression is created 

that is integrated into an already established 

congregation. For a church to be planted, it 

must eventually have a separate life of its own 

and be able to function without its parent body, 

even if it continues to stay in relationship 

denominationally or through being part of a 

network. 

Prayer Team 
 
No partner is more important than prayer partners. Planting a church is a big deal. Satan 

does not want you to succeed. Surrounding yourself and your team with prayer partners is the 

single best thing you can do to ensure success. Many church planters underestimate the amount 

of spiritual warfare they will face over the six to twelve months leading up to opening day. 

Prayer must be a priority for the church planter. In addition to personal prayer, the Church 

Planter should solicit a growing prayer team. As a top priority, the Church Planter should form 

an initial prayer team with at least 12 people praying regularly for him. The Church Planter 

should especially approach those individuals who are known to be consistent prayer warriors. 

THE EVANGELISTIC MEE TING METHOD  

This method places most of the responsibility of the planting of the church on the traditional 

evangelist. The establishment of the church is centred on the evangelistic crusade and the follow 

up that occurs after the event is over. Often a team is left behind to do the follow up. When a 

core group of believers is formed, a pastor is then installed. The pastor is often from outside this 

group. The reason for this is that, all too often with this method of church planting, the people in 

the new church are way too young to take over the responsibility of pastoring it. 

Because of the centrality of the evangelistic crusade, much emphasis is placed upon the smooth 

running of the event. The event is planned and all the necessary details arranged for. 
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Promotional work is crucial and includes tracing, handbill saturation, advertisements in the 

papers and other media. At the event, decisions for Christ are emphasised and aimed for. People 

are often challenged to make public decisions by coming up front to be prayed for and their 

personal particulars taken. These are then followed up in the days after the evangelistic 

meetings. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 
Advantages of the Evangelistic Meeting Method 

The biggest draw of this method is that it is highly visible and appears to produce quick results. 

The church planting enterprise has much to show for the efforts that are put in. All this activity 

gives a very positive impression to the people supporting the church planting effort, and it is 

easy to raise interest and involvement. 

Planning for church planting with this method is focused on one particular set of events which is 

easily monitored and controlled. There is, therefore, relatively little that can go wrong. 

THE HOUSE GROUP METH OD 

This method places heavy emphasis of growing a church from the house group level. A leader is 

selected to start a Christian group in his house. The group slowly grows and when it is big 

enough, it is split. More leaders are trained to take the new groups. When the groups grow to a 

predetermined number, a church is organised and set in place. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Advantages of the House Group Method 

This is one of the cheapest ways of starting a church. There is no need to rent any facilities, and 

the church planter is often already employed in a secular job so needs no financial support.

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The foundations of a church planted by this method are usually extremely strong as 

relationships have been built in a small group situation. Discipleship is often of high quality as 

the smaller home group situation allows for closer and more intimate interaction. It is also much 

easier to disciple converts, as church growth is slower and steadier. 

This method is especially effective in urban areas. 

 

THE DAUGHTER CHURCH METHOD  
The Daughter church method recognizes the responsibility of churches to plant other churches 

and raise them to ñadulthoodò. The church that initiates the church planting is the mother church 

and the one that is planted is the daughter. While many different specific ways may be used to 

start the daughter church, what sets this method apart is the responsibility of the mother church, 

and the special relationship between the mother and the daughter churches. The responsibility of 

the mother is to ensure that the church that is planted is properly cared for and that it actually 

becomes a viable church, able to stand on its own, and able to go on to plant other churches.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Advantages of the Daughter Church Method 

There are many advantages to this method of church planting. Firstly, it uses existing, proven 

structures in the starting of a new church. What is already working in the mother church is 

duplicated in the daughter church. It also makes the resources of the mother church available in 

the church planting situation. Finances, manpower and other resources, like materials, 

equipment and other tools, can be called upon by the ones involved in church planting.  

This method also provides safety, because the existing leadership in the mother church also 

covers the daughter church and provides an instant eldership that will guide and protect the new 

church.  

The close relationship between the mother and daughter churches provides a pattern for the new 

church to follow and gives the stability and security that is so much needed in the early stages of 

church planting. This close relationship also gives the people in the new church a sense of 

belonging to something bigger than an infant church and this adds to the stability of the work.      

It also allows the release of existing ministry in the mother church. People in the mother church 

are able to exercise their ministries in this new church planting situation. This would not be 

possible without the mother taking responsibility for the daughter church. 

THE SOCIAL WORK METH OD 

The social work method is a holistic approach to church planting. It proposes that the gospel is 

supposed to meet the spiritual, as well as the physical, needs of man. As a result, social concerns 

are addressed, often before the gospel is presented. Social concerns are viewed as part and 

parcel of the whole gospel message.

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The needs of the society in which the church is to be planted are identified, and there is an 

attempt to have these needs met. Some examples of needs are; medical care, hygiene education, 

drug rehabilitation, food and clothing banks, soup kitchens, shelters for battered and abused 

women, counselling centres, aid for refugees in a war zone, and so on. The meeting of these 

needs is an extension of the love of Christ and a part of the gospel. As peopleôs lives are 

touched, some may come to salvation. These people are then disciple and a church started. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Advantages of the Social Work Method 

In places where there are many tangible needs, the social work method provides one of the best 

methods of church planting. The church planter is accepted by society and is seen as someone 

who cares for the well being of the people in that society. This is often the only kind of the love 

of God that non-Christians will understand. This is the reason why these methods will often 

open doors in places where it would otherwise be impossible to enter. Much of Africa was 

touched through missions being involved in showing Godôs love through the building of 

countless hospitals and schools! 

THE CHURCH PLANTING TEAM METHOD (APOSTOL IC) 

This method recognises that the ministry gifting of the apostle is absolutely essential in the 

successful planting of churches. A team is built around an apostle (or someone with an apostolic 

mantle), and is sent out to plant the church. The leader of this team, by virtue of his calling, is 

someone who has had experience in all forms of ministry.  

This is different from the Daughter church method in that the apostolic team assumes 

responsibility for the church that is planted, not the sending church. The sending church does 

have a role to play because the team works under, and from the sending church, but the 

responsibility of church planting and all that it involves, belongs to the team. 

With this method, a team which is usually led by one who is an apostle (or has an apostolic 

mantle) goes out to plant a church. The team is self contained, in that it has all the ministries 

required for successful church planting. The apostle is one, who is able to evangelise and bring 

people to salvation, but also more importantly, raise and develop a local eldership to lead the 

church on. In contrast, the other methods tend to rely on people from outside the new church to 

assume leadership positions. When the church is able to stand on its own, the apostolic team 

acknowledges that, and moves on to start other works. It is important to note however, that an 

apostolic team may be involved in the planting of several churches at once, as in the case of 

Paul. It is absolutely essential to note that the team is constantly on the move, starting new 

churches. This is fundamentally different from the ministry of a founding pastor, who starts the 

church and then stays on to pastor it. 
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Advantages of the Church Planting Team Method 

The biggest advantage of this method is that it recognises and uses the ministry gifting that God 

intended to be used in church planting in the first place! Whenever we do it Godôs way, our 

odds for success are immensely improved! The apostle by definition is a mature, proven 

ministry which will be able to handle the demanding situations required in church planting. 

Traditionally we send out young, inexperienced people to church plant, and then wonder why 

there are so many problems. The reason for these problems should be self evident - use the 

wrong tools and your results will suffer. 

Because of the makeup of the team, this method of church planting is not confined to particular 

locations. They can target areas as the Lord leads. The team is self-contained and has all the 

necessary skills, so they do not need the ñsupply linkò of ministries as with other church 

planting situations. Because of this, they can target specific areas, rather than be dictated to by 

needs and the constraints of support structures. 

Another big plus of this method is the ministries that are raised by the apostolic team. This 

happens both in the church that is planted, as well as in the team itself. The apostle not only 

raises leadership in the young church through discipleship and fathering, but he also helps the 

younger, more inexperienced members of his team, develop in the gifting of the apostle. This 

example can be seen most clearly in the life of Paul, where he ministered to the leaders of the 

church, as well as raised up disciples like Timothy and Titus. 

The young church also has the advantage of being raised in a safe environment. Doctrinally, the 

church will be sound as the apostle is extremely particular about laying proper doctrinal 

foundations. There is also the security that is provided by the covering of an experienced 

ministry.

Summary 

Every method will have advantages as well as disadvantages. We need to be flexible to find the 

one which will best suit the situation. These methods are not mutually exclusive and can be 

mixed, for example, the apostolic team can also be involved in social projects for the people. 

However, whatever model we choose to use, we must acknowledge the provision that God has 

already made for church planting through the gifting He has provided to the church. The 

ministry of the Apostle cannot be neglected if we want the success that God desires for us to 

have in this ministry.

A farmer went out to sow his seed... 

Most of you will know the parable Jesus told in Matthew 13 about the farmer who 

sowed his seed widely, and the different kinds of ground it fell on. Well, weôve been 

feeling a bit like that farmer lately. 

Weôve been sowing óseedsô in a lot of different places, and at first it seemed like most 

had fallen on good soil. The various  groups were doing well. However, over time hearts 

have been revealed, motives tested, and a whole spectrum of ógroundsô have been 

revealed. 

...Some fell along the path, and birds came and ate it up (v4). There are those who 

came and listened to some of the initial series of stories, but perhaps didnôt understand, 

so they stopped coming. 

Meeting with the Family of Leader 
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...Some fell on rocky places, where it did not have much soil. The plants sprang up 

quickly because the soil was shallow. But when the sun came up, the plants were 

scorched, and they   withered because they had no root (v5,6).  Others came week after 

week, listened eagerly and responded to the message of salvation with joy. They 

decided to follow Jesus, but when trouble and          persecution came, they fell away 

because they had no root. 

...Other seed fell among thorns, which grew 

up and choked the plants (v7). Not provide 

only the spiritual we thing about the real life 

all of them.

It has been a discouraging experience, but 

very much the reality of    sharing the Gospel 

and making disciples here in Cambodia. It

how we can more effective. Shane has 

recently met with other missionaries that have 

been here for many years and they said they 

have experienced the same thing, so that also 

was of some comfort! 

Because we care our people we need to think 

about the health care in the family of our 

community. We bless for the water filter for 

each family. 

...Thankfully still other seed fell on good soil, where it produced a crop - a hundred, 

sixty or thirty times what was sown (v8). We praise God that there are also those who 

have heard the Word and understood it, and experienced the reality of God in their lives, 

whether through answered prayer, healing, an encounter with evil spirits, or a 

transformed character. We trust that as we 

keep faithfully discipline and encouraging 

them, they will in time produce a crop far 

greater than what we sowed into them. 

We have been reminded too of what Paul 

says in 1 Corinthians 3:6-7 that we can 

plant the seed and water it, but only God 

can make it grow. And so, we persevere.  

Weôve also done a water baptism with the 

Drouwk Village believers, and have been 

trying to help them establish themselves as a community of believers, and been 

encouraging them that they have been given much by God, so they can give of 

themselves to  others. All this is done through storytelling and discussions which Puthy 

does each week with Shaneôs assistance. The next challenge will be   identifying leaders 

for the groups and beginning to train them. To God be Glory Always!
